Dallas 1 was awarded this project in early 2011 and later given notice to proceed by Hillsborough County May, 
2011. This project consists of installing 24ò Reclaim from the Reclaim Treatment Plant on North Dover Road 6,000ô 
out of the Plant, through a wooded County Easement and along Crosby Road to connect into Miller Road. Dallas 1 
Project Manager Bud Shores and Superintendent Wally Hoffman are managing this project and working closely 
with King Engineering and Hillsborough County. Bo Wittôs crew is the primary pipe crew on this project and has in-
stalled over 2,000ô of 24ò DIP to date. Kenny Harrisonôs crew was the first crew on the site and installed all silt fenc-
es and performed all clearing work.  Equibore of America is scheduled to perform a 800ô+/- 30ò Directional Drill and 
B&B Horizontal will be performing a jack & bore along Crosby Road.
